ABSTRACT

Formulation of the problem This final report concerns the efforts apasaja what has been done by the government in this case the Department of Marine and fisheries in the process of empowering seaweed farmers in Kapontori District, what are the obstacles in the implementation of empowerment programs in Kapontori District. The purpose of this research is to know the efforts undertaken by the government and the obstacles that hinder the empowerment in the community Kapontori District.
